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Lyons 2009 Double Elimination All-Star Tournament Rules

These tournaments are special team invitational tournaments.  They are intended to offer kids chosen all-stars by their respective leagues an opportunity to represent their community in a competitive, fun and enjoyable game of baseball or softball against the best of the best from neighboring communities.

Tournament play-off game schedule for the Boys Minor League (9 & 10 year old) teams begin on Friday, June 26th and continue to the championship game on Wednesday, July 1st.  

Tournament play-off game schedule for the Girls Major League (U14) teams begin on Friday, June 26th and continue to the championship game on Wednesday, July 1st.  

Tournament play-off game schedule for Boys Major League (11 & 12 year old) teams begin on Tuesday, July 7th and continue to the championship game on Wednesday, July 15th.  
AGE REQUIREMENTS BOYS:  All participants must not have reached the age of 13 by May 1, 2009 for the Boys Major League (11 & 12 year olds) and the age of 11 by May 1, 2009 for the Boys Minor League (9 & 10 year olds).  

AGE REQUIREMENTS GIRLS:  All participants must not have reached the age of 14 by May 1, 2009 for the Girls Major League Tournament.  

We do require that each team provide a copy of each player’s birth certificate prior to the opening game of the tournament.  Any age violations will disqualify the team from the tournament. We also recommend that medical treatment authorizations from parents or guardians be available to ensure prompt medical attention in case of injury.

We would appreciate confirmation of your participation acceptance or regret by June 10th, 2009 so tournament brackets can be assembled and sent to participating teams.

Games during the week are at 5:30 pm and 7:30 pm at the Lyons Youth Baseball & Softball Park.  Games will have a 2-hour time limit.  The games played during the weekends will be played at 10:00, 12:00, 2:00, 4:00 & 6:00 pm.  All schedules will be sent out as soon as confirmation from all teams has been made.

A participation entry fee of $150 is required for each team.  Trophies will be presented to the winning team and to the runner-up team for each tournament.     Please send your payment to Lyons Youth Baseball & Softball c/o John Wunder, 59 Cherry St, Lyons, NY 14489 as soon as possible to reserve your team’s participation. Confirmation of your participation is required by June 10th please.
Tournament officials are members of the Lyons Youth Baseball & Softball League Board of Directors.  All decisions of the tournament officials are final. The umpire in charge of each game will resolve any protested call immediately. No game can be protested after its completion. A protest cannot be issued over a judgment call. The manager of the protesting team must present the protest with the situations of the game and the rule controversy to the umpire in charge before the next pitch is thrown.

Player rosters may contain as many as 14 players, but not less than 10.  Game Rosters must be turned in to tournament officials 30 minutes prior to each game that is played. Only players listed on the team’s player roster will be allowed to play with no exceptions.  

Playing rules shall be in accordance with the Lyons Youth Baseball & Softball Rule Book and the Tournament Rules. The Tournament Rules are included with this letter.  A copy of the entire LYBS rulebook can be sent if requested.   
A maximum of 4 non-playing personnel per team will be allowed within the fenced in area during a game. Batboys or girls are not permitted. All batting helmets must have protective face shields.  Helmets will be provided for the tournament games.

It is expected that coaches, players and fans will exhibit good character and sportsmanship. Anyone that displays behavior contrary to the above will be warned and possibly asked to leave by the Umpire or a Board of Directors Official. If a player throws the bat in a way that, in the umpire’s judgment is considered dangerous, the batter shall be called out and anyone on base shall report back to the base they occupied at the time of the infraction.

Home team designation shall be made upon the toss of a coin prior to the start of each game. The team that makes it to the championship game without a loss will automatically have the choice of being home or visitor.

Food and refreshments will be sold at all games.  No food or glass is allowed inside the dugouts.
